If the application is
submitted on the deadline date or a few days before the deadline, the payment will be due by Wednesday,
March 4th, 2026.

+ Upon receipt of payment, a confirmation e-mail will be sent if requested. Applications will be accepted
on a first-come, first-serve basis and will not be accepted after classes reach capacity. It should be
noted that those who apply for 5 days a week will take priority over those who apply for fewer than
five days in a week. We reserve the right to refuse applications. Therefore, we will wait until the
application deadline of Wednesday, March 4th to confirm position availability to those applying for less
than the full 5 days. In that case, a certificate of registration will be issued and you will be asked to
transfer the participation fee by Friday, March 6th, 2026.

¢ Extension :

For those participating in the Spring Camp, we will provide an Extension service up until 18:00. (¥500
per hour). However, the capacity for 16 : 00~18 : 00 is 12 people. If an Extension request is placed on the
day, a minimum reservation of 2 children is required, as well as a minimum of 2 hours per child,
incurring a minimum charge of ¥1,000 per child. (Not applicable to Young Morning course) Please note
that for those who have applied for the half semester extension package, extension during spring camp
will not be included in the package, and additional application will be necessary if extension service is
wanted for children taking the afternoon classes.

€ Important Notices

1. School T-shirts must be worn when students go out. If you do not have one, please purchase it for
¥ 1,500 (Size: 120, 130, 140) or ¥1,700 (M size or larger). % Not applicable to Young Morning course.

2. Only children who are toilet trained may attend. (Not applicable to Young Morning course)

3. Please understand that Spring Camp, Extension, lunch and T-shirt fees cannot be refunded. However, in
the case that a 2-3 age course does not reach minimum capacity and we are unable to transfer your child
to another school or 3-10 age course, we will refund your money.

4. If you exceed the regulated pick-up time for your children, additional fee of ¥ 250 will be requested for
the first 15 minutes. If you exceed the pick-up time for more than 15 minutes it will be dealt as an
Extension Service and *¥ 1,000 will be requested.

5. Please prepare your child’s lunch. Lunches can be ordered for Monday, Wednesday and Friday for ¥410
(for young children) and ¥ 520 (for Elementary school children), but we do not accept orders on the days
in which we go out (Tuesday and Thursday). If you would like to order lunch, please fill in the requested
date(s) on the application form. If you would like to change the order, please let us know by 14:00, a day
before the delivery date.

6. It is possible to apply for 2 or more days in a week. The participation fee per day is ¥ 9,300, the fee for
the Young Morning course is ¥ 5,500.
